Gilwell Park May 25 - 28

Each Group had selected a James Bond Movie as their theme and had to decorate their site, dress up, theme
their menu etc. Tragically, the weather was too wet to hold the planned 007 Parade, but many Groups carried
on regardless with their theme.

In addition, my personal thanks to the It's A Knockout team — Brian,
Jenny, William, Martin and Dawn (plus Brian, Clare, Mike and Alex on the day) and to my team at 1% City who
not only allowed me to get out of washing up duties, but kept me supplied with tea, coffee and the odd drop of
adult ribenal
