Welcome and Introductions
The County President opened the meeting with a short devotion, some reflections on the merits of Scouting and its contribution to society, welcomed those present and thanked them for their attendance.

The Chairman introduced the invited guests and the County officers. The Mayor welcomed all those present to the London Borough of Barnet; and talked about the support that the Borough is delighted to give to Scouting and other uniformed youth organisations.

The meeting noted apologies for absence (see above).
Minutes and Matters Arising
Minutes of the 43rd Annual General Meeting held on 12th June 2008 were approved. There were no matters arising.

Trustees Annual Report and Statement of Financial Activities
The meeting considered the Report & Accounts for the year ended 31st December 2008 which had been distributed through the County website and North Circular circulation list prior to the meeting. The County Treasurer drew attention to key figures in the Accounts; and thanked the 3 organisations which had made donations to County activities:

· Jack Petchey Foundation

· Scout Association Development Grant Board

· Leathersellers’ Company Charitable Trust
There were no questions; and the Report & Accounts were unanimously approved. A vote of thanks was recorded to Mrs Heather Rayner, the Independent Examiner.

Annual Review

The Secretary drew attention to the Review which highlighted County activities and events during the previous 12 months; and thanked the members of the County Team who had contributed the material. He apologised for a number of errors, particularly the omission of mention of a 50 Year Service Award to Mike Nadin.

The Review had also been distributed through the County website and magazine circulation list; and was commended as background to be used whenever there was during the coming year a need to draw attention to the County’s achievements, particularly in a public relations context. 

There was as a supplement to the Review a short presentation on the annual Southern 50 competition which had celebrated 30 years of an increasingly successful event that attracted widespread support from outside the County and Scouting.

Elections and Appointments
County Chairman: the County Commissioner announced that Roderick Morriss had agreed to continue in the role for a further year.

County Secretary: Alan King was re-elected.

County Treasurer: Brian Hosier was re-elected.

County Executive Committee: Martin Russell, Andrew Rush and Deborah Rush were nominated by the County Commissioner; Roger Colebrook, Mark Darlow, Alan Garner and Cliff Trott were elected by the meeting. The nomination of Simon Holt as a Youth Representative was approved.

Representatives to the Council of the Association: the County Commissioner proposed that Andrew Wellbeloved and Simon Holt be the County's Representative and Youth Representative respectively, on the Council of the Association. This was approved.
Appointment of Auditor/Examiner: Mrs Heather Rayner was re-appointed, for a fee to be agreed by the Executive Committee.
Any Other Business
There was no other business.

The County Commissioner
Barry Manley reflected on the January 2009 Census figures which had recorded further growth of 2.5% in membership. He thanked all the County’s Leaders and administrators for their contribution to the outstanding result. The surge in enquiries that the Centenary events had generated was continuing but a recent analysis by HQ had shown that GLN still had above average waiting lists, currently 262 potential members. This highlighted the priority that would continue to be given in the coming year to the appointment of new Leaders and the opening of new Sections and Groups.

Barry particularly mentioned the hard work that had resulted in a successful merger of 3 Districts to form Barnet Borough. He also praised the successful launch of the County Development Board, with Barbara Garner and Russ Dyble progressing a number of very worthwhile projects under the chairmanship of Bob Mole e.g. opening new Groups and Sections, supporting new Leaders and developing Programmes In A Box to help Section Leaders with planning and running a challenging progressive training programme for the Scouts.
